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MEDIN Metadata Support.

INTRODUCTION

The MEDIN Discovery Portal has been established at http://portal.oceannet.org to provide a single search point to discover UK data sets on the marine environment. The success of this portal depends critically on the availability of a rich and comprehensive set of discovery metadata from MEDIN Data Archive Centres and partners. 

Due to staff departure MEDIN has a short term requirement for metadata support, from September 2010 to March 2011. This metadata support role involves supporting the MEDIN core team and MEDIN partners in the generation, checking and publication of metadata for searching through the metadata portal.

The candidate will be expected to travel to MEDIN partners to assist them in the generation and publication of metadata
SPECIFICATION
Initial Learning / Familiarisation Tasks

· Visit to BODC to familiarize with MEDIN Discovery format, tools, and help complete development of metadata batch xml tool. 
· Map between the EDIOS  and MEDIN schemas
· Draw up an initial timetable for site visits.
Main Tasks

· Provide general support to MEDIN partners in generating, checking and publishing metadata records for their marine data holdings. Will involve visits (may be over several days) to MEDIN partners.

· Generate /compile   guidance notes for creating Metadata (and assist / encourage Data Archive Centres  in doing same).
· Search other marine portals and organizations in the marine sector for data sets that are not currently included on the MEDIN portal. Contact the sources and work to establish metadata sharing arrangements.
· Set up and run MEDIN Metadata helpdesk.

· Support DACs in generating and publishing Metadata for new data sets bought into MEDIN in 2010.
· Seek out other metadata holdings that may be transferred to the MEDIN format to be searched using the portal.
· Identify marine data services that could potentially be included in portal, review and then work with owners to generate and publish metadata records.
Reporting
· Monthly reviews on progress will be required, either through face to face meetings or video/telecom.
